PLEASE maintain monthly heartworm preventatives to prevent heartworm disease! One mosquito bite can infect your pet! Consult your vet for a recommendation on which monthly heart worm preventative your new pet should be administered.


SoCo Rescue uses liquid Ivermectin as a monthly heart worm preventative and general wormer.
